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Being that Caring Adult   
  
  

The first Essential Element for positive youth development is “A 
positive relationship with a caring adult”. This caring adult acts as 
an advisor, guide and mentor to the child while helping set 
boundaries and expectations for the youth. We know this is 
something that 4-H leaders are already doing, but why is it 
important for the development of our youth?  
 
It is through these relationships with caring adults that makes the 
other essential elements for youth development possible. These 
relationships are important to all children but are extremely 
important to youth with less-than–positive family situations.  A 
relationship with a caring adult can act as a protective factor 
against other problem behaviors (Ferrari, 2003).  
 
Many children have caring adults in their homes in the form of 
parents, grandparents or other family members. Having caring 
adults in the house is very important but it is also important to have 
a caring adult relationship outside of the house. Children respond 
different to adults that are not in a parental role. It is that caring 
adult that can guide the youth to try new things, learn something 
new, or even a change in behavior.   
 
As 4-H leaders we need to make sure that we are providing that 
positive caring relationship for the youth in our clubs and projects. 
By letting the youth run the 4-H meeting and help make decisions, 
you are empowering the youth and helping guide them to make 
choices and not choosing for them. Boundaries are very important 
in this relationship, so the youth knows what is excepted of them 
and what they can except from you as a caring adult. Showing 
interest in their well-being and listening to the youth is vital to the 
growth of the relationship.   
 
Thank you to all the volunteer leaders that fill this role of a caring 
adult for the youth in the Gallatin County 4-H program.
