Steer of Merit
 Beef carcasses will be judged for Steer of 
Merit using the following standards in 2008:

Hot carcass weight: 600-900 lb
Dressing percentage: 55-68%
Ribeye area: less than or equal to 17.5 sq. inches
Back fat: 0.15 - 0.60 inches
Yield grade: less than or equal to 2.99
Quality grade: Choice minus or higher
Cutability: greater than or equal to 51%
Dark Cutter: None allowed

Carcasses will be ranked using two sorts: first by price 
per hundred-weight, secondly by cutability. 

Interview Judging at Fair
